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This Charity Auction is being organized to raise funds for the Rotary Charity Foundation to finance the
development of the Rotary Heritage House as a MRiltipose Civic and Social Centre to serve the communit
and in paticular the innetcity poor of Penang. The Rotary Club of Penang has consistently adopted a polic
initiating projects that will benefit the community and in particular the poor and marginalized.

The Rotary Heritage House is beingleveloped to prowde more service reach to the poor of the community
as it will have within its complex, Medical Facilities for Dialysis Treatment, Tuition and Study Facilities for
children of the poor, Administrative Facilities for our Wheelchair Club and the CranidlAssnaiation.
Seminar room Facilities will also be made available for the Club to undertake together with its Interact anc
Rotaract Clubs, Health Awareness programmes pertaining to the youth like obesity and proper nutrition; d
abuse and smoking.

Beter facilities for Sport and Recreation are also intended for this centre so that youth of the inner city car
make use of these facilities and stay away from crime and mischief. A Futsol court and-Buvjuitse Hall
will be built for this purpose and wihe proper coaching can be given and conducted.

This development will be made available to other groups of Qarers who are doing great work for the
community. Andwith this centre it is hoped that the club will have an administrative platform to btebe
able to establish, organize and work with a network of caregivers in pursuing its idea of establishing a
partnersin-service arrangement for the benefit of our community.

The Arts and culturally inclined of our society will not be forgotten as prsiagres with theatrical facilities,
lighting and acoustics will also be provided. These facilities will be available to our different Social and Art
NGOs and Communal Associations to be made use of in providing cultural performances, teach the
performingarts and stage Art and Cultural Exhibitions.

These are services and activities that will go a long way in alleviating the lot not only of the children and y
of our innekcity poor but that also of the sick and elderly, the lonely and the marginalized.

The objective of this project is to show that Rotary cares by bringing Rotary services and its caregivers to
heart and core of where its services are needed. As this is a Community Project the Rotary Club would lik
invite socially minded Indivichls and Corporations to come forward and actively participate in this Charity
Auction by donating and participating in the Auction. We who are better of must be well aware that we ha
a social responsibility to help the less fortunate among us.
