Highlights from Last Week 
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 Address by outgoing Rotarian President Gerard at the 79
th

 Installation Banquet of the Rotary 

Club of Penang on 26
th

 June  2010. 

 

My fellow Rotarians, at the beginning of this Rotary Year when we embraced this year’s Rotary 

Theme…. “ To take the Future of Rotary in our Hands  ” we committed ourselves to make changes 

in our Club and ourselves as Rotarians,  to stay relevant for this age and the future.  It was 
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incumbent upon my Board and I to take on the responsibility to put into place a structure and an 

environment that will nurture this new spirit. 

Our first task was to fully implement the Club Leadership Plan or CLP structure.  This new Club 

administrative structure is the recommendation of Rotary International to enable every Rotarian 

participate in the running of the Club and at the same time address some of Rotary’s priorities, 

namely Membership Development and  Rotary’s International Objectives.  More importantly for 

our Club is that this structure enables every Rotarian to participate in the running of the Club.  It 

may not be very evident to most members, but the process was started by my predecessor and 

further re-enforced this year to return the Authority of the Club to the Club’s Board of Directors and 

to the members of the Club. 

My message to you my fellow Rotarians is that this is your Club. You have a voice in its affairs and 

how it is run. It must not be the prerogative of a few due to experience and long standing to sway 

and decide for the Club. If you are to be the future of this club, you need to be involved, to let your 

opinions be known and to participate in as many meetings and events of the Club. You cannot 

influence or determine the future of this Club if you are not involved or take an active interest in its 

running or in its various service activities. 

You are fortunate in being a member of this Club because of its tradition and the good it has built 

over the past years.  This Club has a Charity Treasure Chest in the Penang Rotary Charity 

Foundation, which not many Clubs have or can speak of. These funds if used correctly can enable 

you carry out many of the good things that Rotary wants to do for the Poor, the Weak, the Sick and 

the Hungary. For this we must not forget the good the contributions that Rotarians of the past have 

made. So significant have been these contributions that this Club can support 12 running projects 

and continue to attract strong and consistent support from the Public, the Corporate and Non- 

Governmental organizations. 

We need to be proud of the good traditions of this club which are well recognized by the 

community at large, so much so that it really has little difficulty in getting public or corporate 

support for its charitable efforts. This year our usual Corporate Supporters, New Donors, and the 

Public contributed a total of more then RM 300,000 for our various projects and we are therefore 

grateful to the following organizations;

Also to the members of the Public who have donated to our projects whether in kind or in time. 

These are no mean achievements and this is why you should be proud of the fact that you are a 

member of this club and not take your  involvement lightly. 

We must also thank you our fellow Rotarians for contributing to more then RM 22,000.00 towards 

Rotary’s fight to eradicate Polio via two PHFs, 23 EREYs and cash contributions to the Polio Walk. 

For a further contribution of RM 24,000.00 to the Sunshine Box and the Relay for Life. A total of 

RM 46,000.00. 

While we are aware of the strengths of this club, we must also recognize certain weaknesses in our 
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club. Successes of the past sometimes lead to complacency, which in turn  sometimes translates to 

poor attendances at meetings and service functions. We need to ensure that our functional 

committees meet regularly. If not monthly, at least bi-monthly. These meetings are intended not 

only to ensure that our various projects get the necessary attention and care but that our newer 

members get involved and engaged in Rotary work to imbibe in them with the spirit of Rotary 

Service and improve their fellowship with the other Rotarians. 

We must also not forget that when we joined Rotary we undertook to meet a number of obligations 

namely in meeting attendance, in settling our dues, in promoting fellowship among Rotarians and in 

behaving in the proper spirit of Rotary. Our performance in this regard has not always been 

exemplary due to a few. To improve in this regard we need to be brave and bite the bullet and 

address this problem more effectively. It is far better for this club to have quality in membership 

then quantity in members. 

We are glad that despite all of this we have been able to launch two major projects among a number 

of smaller projects in the year namely, the re-development of the Rotary Heritage House and Project 

Pearl- the Water Project. Both these projects are long term projects and will engage at least 3 

Presidents and a number of Board Members. And despite their early teething problems I am 

confident that with the goodwill of members, the commitment of the Board Members and you my 

fellow Rotarians we will see to their successful completion. 

I must thank the members of the Board for their support and goodwill for without their help none of 

the above would have been possible. Their enthusiasm and dedication ensured that we had 

productive meetings and their friendly disposition contributed to the good camaraderie among 

members.
